Coaches Checklist 
· Confirm your practice day, time, and field with your Age Group Coordinator

· Please call parents and inform them of your practice plans. Note that in some age groups, the game field might be different from your practice field.

· If there is a scheduling conflict with a player, inform your Age Group Coordinator immediately.

· Have Fairfax County field permits at all practice and game days.

· At your first practice, please give parents a copy of the game schedule, your team roster with names and numbers and any other information you wish them to have.

· Discuss with parents your coaching philosophy, goals and what is expected of the parents and players. Review our code of conduct with players and parents.

· Pick a team parent. The team parent should prepare a snack schedule for games and an end-of-season party if you choose.

· Pick up equipment (jersey, shorts, socks, balls) ordered by your players from your Age Group Coordinator.

· Fill out player evaluation forms at the end of the season. Evaluations must be completed for all age groups (U6 to U10). This is important for the formation of teams next season, besides serving as a record of each player’s progress. No trophies will be issued until evaluations are completed.  All player evaluations may now be completed on-line so this makes the process far easier than in prior seasons!
Finally, always be mindful of the intent of the House League. Our goal should be to teach the children the rules of the game and to develop their skills and promote sportsmanship among all players. The coaches, as role models, should teach the children to respect even if you disagree with a referees call. We want all children to have a positive experience and have fun this soccer season.
